Major Housing and Employment Land Proposals:
Site Allocations and Management of Development

· Are you a developer?

· Do you own land which you hope to sell for development?

· Do you have an option agreement or clawback over land?

· Or does your home or business adjoin or overlook land which would affect you if it were developed for housing or employment use?

If you answer “Yes” to any of the above you have only a limited time to add your voice to Shropshire Council’s consultation for Site Allocations and Management of Development (SAMDev). Plans are being drawn up now in conjunction with the consultation which will shape the “Preferred Options” for development in Shropshire until 2026!

Shaping the future of Shropshire

Shropshire Council has been talking to Town and Parish Councils over the past couple of years about which sites in their area may be suitable for development and the proposals are now being discussed. The Council’s Preferred Options document sets out the potential sites for about 8,000 homes which could be built by 2026 and it’s important that people have a look at the plans to see what’s proposed for their area.

Shropshire as a whole needs about 16,000 new homes by 2026 and these proposals allocate potential sites for around half of those.

Preferred Options Consultation: March – July 2012

A public consultation into the SAMDev Preferred Options is now open and runs until 12pm on Friday 20 July 2012. The consultation has been extended to ensure everyone has the best opportunity to respond to the development proposals and for everyone to have their say and to help shape their area.

The key purpose of the SAMDev Plan is to:

· Identify sustainable growth targets for Shropshire’s market towns

· Identify Community Hubs and Community Clusters in rural areas where some further development will happen

· Identify appropriate sites for future housing and employment development in market towns, community hubs and community clusters

· Provide additional Development Management policies which can be used in the consideration of planning applications
